4th Grade is off to a great start to the 2012-13 school year!  We’ve been busy organizing materials & making our classroom an environment that promotes belonging, significance, and fun.


In reading we have started our first Readers’ Workshop Unit focusing on building a reading life with key skills embedded (such as synthesizing, inferring, and connecting). 


For Writing, students have begun gathering seed ideas about themselves of moments of significance for their first narrative story. We’ll work through drafting, editing, and publishing over the next several weeks integrating computer tools. In October, we will have our 1st celebration to celebrate our initial piece & accomplishments. 


During math our principal focus of Unit 1 is geometry. We are practicing how to use geometric tools, classifying quadrilaterals, identifying polygons, and practicing & reviewing addition & subtraction fact families.


In our Social Studies Unit 1, we are focusing our knowledge to understanding Wisconsin geography in relation to other states, countries, and continents. We will discuss the 5 regions of Wisconsin and how our state has changed over time including the economics of each of these regions.  


Science will be a month of excitement and learning by understanding Earth Systems more in depth, specifically weather causes climate, Galileo & his accomplishments to understanding our universe, and explore science concepts.
