	We are currently working on a Literature Circle unit titled "Courage". Students will be working together in groups promoting high levels of active engagement in genuine reading, writing, and discussion about a novel. Students will be bringing these books home for assigned reading and may use this time towards Pod Reader Club. October reading club sheets are due by Friday. After this unit we will begin an exciting Non-Fiction unit. Students will be asked to bring in their favorite non-fiction books from home.

This week we will begin Social Studies and our focus on our state Wisconsin. We look forward to seeing many terrific collections and hearing the children’s speeches.
